In past Fora, it’s been maintained that water is a local issue. Therefore, examples from the local level are required to demonstrate how a same problem may have multiple solutions depending on the context. Regions can provide important information to the political realm and the social-technical sphere, but are also anxiously awaiting proposals of solutions from the global level in these domains.
